$2,500 to $10,000 per academic year, 
based on the educational institution 
recipient is attending.

How must scholarships be used? 
Checks will be made payable to the 
accredited institution (trade school, 
vocational school, community college, 
university or graduate school) for the 
benefi t of the scholarship recipient to 
cover expenses, including: tuition, books, 
registration/education fees, and/or 
on-campus living.
